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About the Israel Chamber Orchestra Tel-Aviv-Jaffa

The Israel Chamber Orchestra Tel-Aviv-Jaffa was founded in 1965 by Maestro Gary Bertini
(1927-2005), and it is the oldest chamber orchestra in Israel. After a decade under his musical direction,
Bertini was succeeded by the conductors Luciano Berio, Rudolf Barshai, Uri Segal, Yoav Talmi, Shlomo
Mintz, Philippe Entremont, Salvador Mas Conde, Noam Sheriff, Gil Shohat, Roberto Paternostro, and
Ariel Zuckerman. The orchestra’s wide repertoire spans from the Baroque period to contemporary and
Israeli music. The concerts are performed in the “Classical Season” subscription series at the Tel-Aviv
Museum of Art, in the “Fantasia” series for the whole family, under the open sky in Yarkon Park, and
in concert halls throughout the country, under the baton of Israeli conductors and guest conductors
from abroad.

Over the years, the orchestra has collaborated with excellent choirs from Israel and abroad, including
the Netherlands Chamber Choir, the Stuttgart Chamber Choir, the Ensemble Vocale de Lausanne, the
Prague Chamber Choir and the Vienna Boys’ Choir, and with soloists from Israel and the world, including
well-known artists such as Isaac Stern, Mstislav Rostropovich, Vladimir Ashkenazi, Yitzhak Perlman,
Pinchas Zuckerman, Yefim Bronfman, Miriam Fried, Christoph Eschenbach, Yosef Kalichstein, Jean-
Pierre Rampal, Paul Tortelier, Heinrich Schiff, Heinz Holliger, Claude Frank, Shlomo Mintz, Tabea
Zimmerman and many others.

The orchestra has regularly participated in festivals in Israel, including the Israel Festival, the Upper
Galilee Music Festival, the Abu Gosh Festival, the “Sounds in the Desert” festival, the Israeli Music Fest
and more. The orchestra has conducted concert tours in Europe, the USA, Canada, South America and
the Far East, and has participated in prestigious festivals abroad, including in Salzburg, Helsinki, Istanbul,
Athens, Pompeii, Sofia, Hong Kong and more. The orchestra has recorded more than 30 CDs under
the labels Chandos, Naxos, Brilliant Classics, Teldec , Nimbus, Music Masters, CBS, Ars Produktion,

The orchestra also goes beyond the field of classical music and expands
its activities to other fields and diverse types of music: it promotes original
Israeli music and makes it accessible to audiences by including talks in
the concerts, and through concerts at the “Barbie” club in Jaffa, such
as the “Classics” project of classical-electronic music conducted and
arranged by Meir Briskman (July 2023) and the Symphony of Colors by
the multidisciplinary artist Shtubi, in the “Rockcamerit” series in Yarkon
Park with the arrangements of Yonatan Keret, at the “Fuse” festivals that
merge classical music and fusion, in collaborations with well-known artists
from the world of light music, including Miri Mesika, Assaf Amdursky,
Maor Cohen, Guy Mazig, Yizhar Ashdot and others, and in collaborations
with TEDER at Beit Romano in Jaffa in events that combine musicians
from different genres, such as electronic music, world music, new music
for cinema, rappers and more. The orchestra has also collaborated with
the avant-garde Malenki Theater, and combined music and art in lecture-
concerts.

THE FOUNDER | Gary Bertini

Gary Bertini, one of the most prominent Israeli musicians and laureate of the Israel Prize (1978) and the Peleg
Prize (1990), was an important promoter of musical life in Israel. He founded the Rinat Choir (1955) and
the Israel Chamber Orchestra (upon foundation, in 1965, it was called the “Israeli Chamber Ensemble”) and
initiated the series "Contemporary Music Vespers” (1962-1965) and the Liturgical Festival in Jerusalem (1978).
Throughout his varied career, Maestro Bertini acted as the music director of the Israel Festival, the Jerusalem
Broadcasting Authority Symphony Orchestra, the New Israeli Opera, the Frankfurt Opera House, the Detroit
Symphony Orchestra, and the Tokyo Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra. He also served as principal conductor
of the Cologne Radio Symphony Orchestra. In addition, he led renowned orchestras as a guest conductor: at “La
Scala” in Milan, “San Carlo” in Naples, the Opéra National de Paris, and at opera houses in Bologna, Berlin, Genoa,
Hamburg, Geneva, and Munich. His last performances were at the Mariinsky Theater in St. Petersburg at the
invitation of maestro Valery Gergiev.

Maestro Bertini often commissioned and performed Israeli works - by Zvi Avni, Ben-Zion Orgad, Paul Ben Haim,
André Hajdu, Josef Tal, Odon Partos, Marc Kopitman, Shulamit Ran, Noam Sheriff, and more.

Most of Mordechai Seter’s works were performed for the first time under the baton of Gary Bertini, such as the
ballet "Bat-Yiftah” he conducted in 1965, the year the “Israeli Chamber Ensemble” was founded in. In January
2001, Gary Bertini conducted the premiere of Gil Shohat's Alpha and Omega at the New Israeli Opera and, a year
later, Britten’s Peter Grimes. Many of Bertini's performances have been recorded on CDs by RCA, Orfeo, CBS,
Harmonia Mundi, and more.The complete cycle of Mahler’s works conducted by him was published on EMI CDs.
Twice, in 1995 and 1998, he won the Abbiati Award, the most important Italian Music Critics” Award. He won
the Grand Prix, the French Music Critics” Award three times.
